2. That the total Port San Luis Harbor District expenditures of $4,471,400 are funded by $4,166,400
operating and non-operating revenue sources, $147,00 in prior year specified reserves, $21,000 in
operating reserves (unassigned reserves) and $167,000 in grant funds for the Fiscal Year 2011-12.

3. That this District shall report said final budget to the Board of Supervisors of the County of San Luis
Obsipo not later than the 31% day of July, 2011 by submittal of a copy of said final budget and a
copy of this resolution, as required by Section 6093.3 of the Harbors and Navigation Code.
